	Comrade FitzRandolph joined the Army in Aldershot in June of 1940.  After basic training he was attached to the 52nd Anti Tank Battery, a unit of the 3rd Canadian Anti-Tank Regiment.  Arriving in England in 1941, he continued his training throughout England until June 6, D Day, where he landed at the beaches in Normandy in support of the 8th Brigade.  His Regiment continued to support the 8th Brigade throughout France, Belgium, and finally Germany where at the end of the war, he would witness the liberation of prisoners from nearby concentration camps. Comrade FitzRandolph was one of the few Canadians to receive the Bronze Star, an American Medal, for his courageous efforts during the war.
